Under section 20AC of the Vegetation

Management Act 1999, essential habitat is

a category A, B or C area shown on the

regulated vegetation management map:

o That has at least 3 essential habitat
factors for a species of protected wildlife
that must include any essential habitat
factors that are stated as mandatory for
the protected wildlife in the essential
habitat database; or

o In which the protected wildlife, at any
stage of its life cycle, is located.

An essential habitat factor for protected

wildlife is a component of the wildlife’s

habitat that is necessary or desirable for the
wildlife at any stage of its lifecycle for
example vegetation community, altitude,

ecosystem. The regional ecosystem is a

mandatory habitat factor unless otherwise

stated in the database.

A vegetation management report can be

requested for a lot on plan to determine

whether a site contains essential habitat
and details the essential habitat factors for
that species.

The essential habitat map is developed

from several sources of information:

o Species records that identify points in
the landscape where the species has
been recorded that also contain the
essential habitat factors. A 1km buffer is
placed around the species record point
to take into account the likelihood that
the species will be present in the
immediate area; and

o Recognised species habitat models
which are developed by fauna and flora
species experts. These models have
only been developed for a small number
of species which are very well
understood.

To dispute the essential habitat map, a

proponent must demonstrate that:

o The area does not contain at least 3 of
the documented essential habitat factors
(including any mandatory factors); and

o The area does not contain the protected
wildlife species in any stage of its
lifecycle.

If a proponent is going to dispute the

essential habitat map, they should contact
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DNRME for guidance on how to undertake
this process

Declared as a protected area under section
29(1) of the Nature Conservation Act 1992,
where it is secured for the purposes of an
environmental offset; or

Secured as a statutory covenant for
environmental purposes under the Land Act
1994 or Land Title Act 1994; or

Declared as a fish habitat area under the
Fisheries Act 1994; or

Declared as a highly protected area of a
Marine Park under the Marine Parks Act
2004.
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
